1. quorum

2. Information flow cORE principles

In most large airports around the world, aviation fuel storage, hydrant, and into-plane operations operate within joint venture structures where typical participants and/or throughputters include competing oil companies. It is recognised that the joint venture structure is essential to enable the efficient delivery of aviation fuel to each participant's customers. However, the presence in these joint ventures of actual and/or potential competitors requires strict compliance with applicable antitrust/competition laws.  A significant number of steps have been undertaken to enhance compliance in this Aviation Joint Venture. Whilst the diligent implementation of those compliance steps is of paramount importance, it is also necessary to document the enhanced compliance practices that have been and will continue to be adopted in this Joint Venture. 

3. Documents to be Approved
3.1 The Chairman reported that the purpose of the meeting was to approve documents to be entered into by the participants in this Joint Venture in connection with information flows between and amongst them (and their respective organisations), operators, managers, and/or other relevant joint venture organisations copies of which were tabled before the meeting as follows:

f) CP 1.01 JV Core Principles Compliance Audit Form (to be completed annually online on the JIG Dashboard).
